PERSPECTIVE VIEW FROM HOUSING DEVELOPERS (SHAREDA)

The housing industry in Malaysia is regarded as one of the major industries contributing to the economic and social
development of the country and having a high multiplier effect given its cross-linkages to some 140 related industries.

Thisindustry is regulated by housing policies, regulations, and guidelines which are to ensure that all categories of houses,
inclusive of high-end residential and also medium and low cost houses, will be developed and constructed according to
the acceptable uniform standard, under good governance.

The main objective of our housing policies is to provide comfortable and quality houses for:

1) all Malaysians; and also
2)  theforeigninvestors under Malaysia My Second Home (MM2H) Programme.

The governmentis encouraging the private sector to work hand-in-hand with the public agencies for the betterment of the
housingindustry.

Our topic today is “Good Governance Towards Quality Housing and Services”. When we talk about quality housing and
services, itis always referred to a beautiful, comfortable house with everything in good condition with no defects and with
no hassle and no worries including on-time delivery of the houses and on-time delivery of the land title deeds to the house
buyers.

Now, at this time of slow down in the housing industry, it is only appropriate to improve our performance as developers
under the good governance.

(1) | MAINTAIN THE ORIGINAL LEASE TERM OF 999 YEARS FOR THE LAND TITLES |

From a house buyer's point of view, if he can get a house with long lease term, which can be passed on to his future
generations, surely he will renovate and maintain his house in good condition always.

Of course to the house buyer, the best lease term of the house is Freehold/999 years.

For this, may we suggest the State Government to consider maintaining the original lease term of 999 years for the
land titles after subdivision and change of land use.

For your information, there were many land titles in Sabah which have been issued with lease term of 999 years
under the Land Ordinance 1930.

However, for the past 10 years, the State Government has changed the practice by converting all 999 years lease
term to 99 years after subdivision and change of land use.

According to the Sabah Land Ordinance, under Section 3 of Cap 68, it was clearly explained that “Nothing except as
herein specially otherwise enacted shall affect the past operation of any written law relating to land tenure
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heretofore in force in the Mainland or in Labuan or of any order made or the validity or invalidity of anything done or
suffered or any right, title or interest created thereunder.” nothing should affect the past operation of any written law
relating to land tenure except withamendments.

Also, we understand that under Section 40 of the Sabah Land Ordinance (Cap.68) the rights of the owners of titles
with lease term of 999 years are protected. Section 40 explained that: ”If the owner of any land comprised in any
document of title is desirous of dividing or partitioning such land, application shall be made to the Collector to accept
a surrender of such title and to issue new leases or make new entries in the Register relating to the land comprised
therein in such lots as the owner may desire. The Collector shall thereupon in lieu thereof and subject to the provisions
of any written law for the time being in force relating to Town Planning or governing the size, shape or area of land to
be held under any single title., issue such titles as may be required, on the terms of the original title: Provided that all
arrears of rent and charges, if any, due under the original title shall have been satisfied.....” the owner of any land
may apply to the Lands & Surveys Department for subdivision of their land and upon approval, shall surrender the
title forissuance of the new subdivided titles on the terms of the original title.

With the abovementioned of Section 3 and 40 (Cap.68), it is possible to implement the people's wish of maintaining
the original lease term of 999 years for the land title after subdivision and change of land use.

Generally, the land lease term of whether 999 or 99 years do not very much affect the selling price of the houses
fixed by the developers. However, the people or “rakyat” will definitely want a longer lease term.

A 99-year lease term, will only last for 2 generations at the most. When the title deeds expire and if the house owners
do not pay the extension premium, the land will become state land and goes back to the Government.

By that time, many of the “rakyat” will lose their homes, if they cannot afford to pay the extension premium.
Furthermore, inthe case of properties such as apartments, condominiums and so forth, during the expiry of the 99
years lease term, the parcel owners or Management Corporations (MCs) will have to step in to apply for extension
of the lease term for the block title which consists of all the subsidiary titles.

The MCs or owners will have to pay the extension premium togetherin ONE LUMP SUM.

As we all know, it is already so tough and troublesome for the MCs to collect management fees, it is even more
difficult to collect the extension premium from the owners and pay at one time to the governmentin order to extend
thelease term.

Normally, an owner of the property with longer lease term will naturally be keener to renovate their properties to
enhance the value by maintaining the house in tip top quality for a long, long time because with 999 years, there is
no worry of the property reverting to state land one day.

For the sake of the people in Sabah to have quality houses, the Government should seriously consider maintaining
the original 999 years lease term after sub-division.

(2) | EXPEDITE THE ISSUANCE OF SUBDIVIDED LAND TITLES|

We, the housing developers wish to have quick issuance of subdivided land titles or subsidiary titles to our house
buyers, and for this, we hope the Lands & Surveys Department could assist us to realize our wish.

In order to expedite (speed up) the issuance of subdivided land title for the house buyers, we request the Lands &
Surveys Department to consider to fix a time frame of 6 months to issue letter of offer for our application for
conversion and subdivision of the master title.

Also, for early registration of thesubdivided titles, we appreciate very much the proactive measures taken by
the Lands & Surveys Department in speeding up processing of the subsidiary titles by removing the need for
payment of assessment during the stage of submission of Form A (surrender of master title form).
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This was because the Lands and Surveys Department was fully aware that the assessment fee must eventually be
settled at the time of transfer of ownership of the subsidiary titles from the developer to the purchasers.

So, now we request the same proactive move be applied to the subdivided land titles for landed properties.

The requirement by KK City Hall and Local Authorities in insisting the settlement of assessments of all subdivided
land titles during the surrender of the master land title is a major cause of unnecessary delay in issuance of
subdivided land titles for landed properties.

SHAREDA fully understand the problem faced by KK City Hall and Local Authorities in the collection of housing
assessment. However, the need to collect assessment should not at the same time delay the registration of
subdivided land titles.

As we all know, in order for the Developer to transfer the subdivided land titles to the purchasers, all dues to the
governmentsuch as quit rent and assessment must be paid.

In our opinion, this has been a very effective way for KK City Hall and Local Authorities to collect back the dues
because house buyers are always happy to pay their assessment fees when they know there is a transfer of
ownership tothem.

So, we therefore appeal to KK City Hall and Local Authorities not to require the payment of assessment fee during
the stage of surrender of master title for landed properties.

If this is allowed to happen, the registration of subdivided land titles will be speeded up and the Developers can
quickly transfer the subdivided land titles to the purchasers and thereby allowing the KK City Hall and Local
Authorities to collect the assessment fees during the transfer of ownership.

The quick registration and transfer of subdivided titles to the house buyers will give people a positive impression of
the quality of service in the housing industry.

[Relaxation in the Conditions of the Housing Developer's Licence in Sabah|

Regarding the Housing Developer's Licence in Sabah:-

Ministry of Local Government and Housing (MLGH) have used the housing developer's licence to regulate the
housing developers to complete the housing project on timein order to protect the house buyers' interest.

However, some of the conditions in the Housing Enactment are a bit stringent and need some relaxation.
For this, SHAREDA would like to request the State Government to consider to relax certain conditions in the Housing
Developer's Licence (HDL) to allow Developers to start site preparation works such as earthworks and foundation
works, before the issuance of the Housing Developer's Licence, provided that no sales and marketing activities are
involved.

Since there are no sales and marketing activities involved, then the interest of the buyersis not jeopardized.

So, if the developers spend money first, to improve the overall site conditions and also to improve the value of their
asset before sales activities are involved, this definitely will be to the advantage of the house buyers.

Also, this will enable developers to have sufficient time to carry out their site preparation works such as earthworks
and foundation works properly in stages in order to complete and deliver their project within 24 months, from the
date of issuance of the Housing Developer's Licence, of which the 24 months completion period is fixed and
stipulated by the Ministry of Local Government and Housing.

For this relaxation, we request for no time frame for earthworks and 12 months' time frame for foundation works,
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prior to the issuance of the Housing Developers' Licence.

With this relaxation, developers will definitely improve their quality of houses and services by on time delivery of the
housesto the buyers.

APPOINTMENT OF “COMMISSIONER OF BUILDINGS” TO ASCERTAIN QUALITY SERVICES IN AFTER SALE SERVICE
IN HOUSING DEVELOPMENTS

We wish to have somebody to step in to look after the stratified building, when there is no Management Corporation
(MCs) or housing developer to run the maintenance of the building. We are suggesting to have a “Commissioner of
Buildings” by amending the Land Enactment to ensure good “After Sales Services” in Housing Developments.

For stratified building, 'Quality Housing and Services' cannot be confined to the production line only.

This means that the developers are not only constructing houses but also provide “after sales service”.

The quality of houses must also be maintained by this “after sales service” and this is where the Management
Corporations (MCs) or “interim” MCs come into play. The “interim” MC is formed after the Occupation Certificate

(OC) but before the subsidiary titles are issued.

Here, the “interim” MCs will be formed by the developers and they have to look after the common property until the
formal MCis formed.

A“formal” MCis formed by the purchasers only after the OCand also after the subsidiary titles are issued.

ocC Subsidiary Title
Issued registered
" Interim MC Formal MC
(Developer) (Purchasers)

Whetheritis the “interim” MC or “formal” MC, both create many problems for all three parties the purchasers, the
developers and the Government.

One of the problems here is that, there is no system of enforcing the collecting of service charge leading to a
deterioration (run down) of the common facilities, which will further cause depreciation in the value of the building.

In Peninsular Malaysia, the issue on the appointment of “Commissioner of Buildings” has been addressed by the
amendment of the legislation last year.

Now, in Peninsular Malaysia, the Government has appointed a “Commissioner of Buildings” to step in to take over
the duty of “interim” MCor “formal” MCin the case where they are not functioning.

SHAREDA wish to propose to the State Government to appoint this “Commissioner of Buildings” to enforce the
functions of the “interim” MCs or “formal” MCs in the case when they are not functioning, so that existing
apartments and condominiums can maintain their original quality before theydegenerateinto slum.

(5) | ELECTRICITY CAPITALCONTRIBUTIONS |

Developers are required to pay for the capital contribution to Sabah Electricity Sdn Bhd (SESB) which consists of the

i) electricity infrastructure works within the development project;
ii)  departmental charge;and
Zone Charge for electricity supply connections to the project
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Forthis, we request the SESB to consider not to charge the housing developer for the Zone Charges.

As we all know, SESB is a private and profit-oriented company and the Zone Charge is their business investment cost
in new housing development areas.

The developers have already contributed to the electricity infrastructure works within the housing project and are
ready for the electricity supply connection by SESB.

In a new housing project, the developers in a way are getting unit buyers to be the eventual customers of SESB when
the projectis completed.

These new unit owners will consume electricity and they will be paying for the consumed electricity charges to SESB,
which is their revenue.

Since the developers are getting new consumers for SESB to gain their revenue and since the Zone Charge are their
investment cost; itis our hope that SESB could absorb the Zone Charge, instead of asking developers to pay for it.

In Peninsular Malaysia, the developers are also required to pay capital contribution to Tenaga Nasional Berhad (TNB)
of which their capital contribution is based on uniform rate for each house.

From a study, it was noted that the cost of capital contribution in Sabah is 700% more expensive than in Peninsular
Malaysia.

SHAREDA has highlighted this issue with SESB and their explanation was that Sabah does not have the market
density as compared to Peninsular Malaysia, hence the rate of return is very low and TNB's rate cannot be applied
to Sabah. However, it is the responsibility of the Federal Government to ensure that all States are developed on
parallel basis and be provided with the same platform. Less-developed states should be given more incentives than
the developed states.

SHAREDA requests the Federal Government to consider providing more grant or incentive to SESB to ensure that
Sabahans also enjoy on the same rate as Peninsular Malaysia in order to have “ONE COUNTRY, ONE RATE”.

Whatever cost saved from the electricity capital contribution could be spent by the developers to improve the quality
of houses.

(6) [MSMA AND DETENTION PONDS |

MSMA, is the manual on stormwater management guidelines, which is to ensure that the rate of discharge of the
guantity of water could be maintained at the same rate before and after development during the heavy rainy days
whereby the heavy downpour of rain could cause flash floods. If not dealt with properly, this is one of the causes for
flash flood especially in housing estates located at flood prone and low lying areas.

In the above control, developers are required to provide detention ponds or deeper drains in housing estate even in
small parcels of land. A detention pond is actually a low lying area, that is designed to temporarily hold a certain
quantity of run-off water while slowly draining to another location.

The developers find that these detention ponds are a nuisance and are dangerous in term of safety to small children
and could also become a breeding ground for mosquitoes when the water is stagnant.

We hope the government could consider to review this regulation and to consider to create a common infrastructure
for MSMA detention ponds, instead of requiring the detention ponds in small parcels of land.

We would also request that where relevant, the government's gazetted wetland should also be earmarked and
turned into MSMA detention ponds, to cater for the surrounding housing development projects.
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(7) [QUALITY WORKMANSHIP CONTROL |

In Sabah, there are insufficient skilled workers in the construction industry and are giving relatively poor
workmanship to buildings.

Some of the plumbers, electricians, plasterers, carpenters, bar-benders, brick layers and so forth do not meet the
required skills to build quality houses.

Manpower training for all levels of skills in the building industry has become very critical, due to many years of rapid
development pace in the country. Although the Construction Industry Development Board Malaysia or CIDB has
embarked on very ambitious programs to satisfy the needs of the quality housing industry, the effect has not been
positively seen yet.

May we suggest:
i)  CIDB should organise more training for the field workers in construction sites. Since a levy payment of 0.125% for

construction project is made to CIDB under the Rules of Construction Industry (Levy Collection) 1996, they should in
return provide trainings at the construction sites to create more skilled workers in the construction sector.

We ask CIDB for more training for workers at the construction sites instead of organizing “technical tours” to foreign
countries.

Also, we appeal to CIDB to give some rebates for the training fee to the contractors who offer to give training to their
construction workers.

ii)  After training, CIDB should issue qualified skilled workers with certificate or licence, so the trained skilled workers
themselves will be the one's to carry out the work at the construction site.

It would be a waste if after training, they are only known as “qualified skilled workers” but do not practice their skills!

In order to maintain a good quality workmanship control, strict enforcement of all qualified skilled workers should be
carried out. Enforcement to ensure that only the qualified skilled workers are doing the work and that they should
not “sub-sub-contract” the work to unskilled workers. More often than not, in Sabah, most of the construction
workers are not qualified, especially foreign workers.

We suggest that CIDB should have good monitoring at the work place to ensure only those qualified are at work.
This is the main issue in achieving the quality housing.
With the announcement by the Prime Minister, YAB Datuk Seri Mohd. Najib Tun Razak to waive 30% Bumiputra
shareholding for listing of public companies, this will attract more foreign direct investment (FDI) in the real estate
development companies.
So, we really need good governance in achieving quality housing and services.
Last but not least, we in SHAREDA being a responsible organization, is offering the Government our practical experience i
housing and property development in any roundtable discussions on this topic “Good Governance Towards Quality
Housing and Services.”
We want to share our expertise towards nation building with the Government of Sabah.
